Make :   use standard ¼” seam allowance. See exception on page 2
Block 0 set aside 20

Block 0:    6 ½”  Neutral square
Block 1:  6 ½”  Neutral square with one 3 ½” colored squares

 Seam Allowance Exception.. Sew from corner of 3 ½” square diagonally to the other corner.  Sew second seam to produce extra half-square triangle.  (Square up these half-square triangle unit’s before using.)

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*** Side note. The half square triangle units can be used for a border or another quilt.  Don’t waste them.
 For those of us that that would prefer an easier pattern, here is the Block assembly.
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For the 4 corners (*) the attached 3 ½” square should be on the outmost corner.
